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SPRINGFIELD FIRE VICTIMS IDENTIFIED
(SPRINGFIELD, COLORADO) Baca County Coroner Dr. Robert Morrow has confirmed the identities of the three victims who died in a fire Friday in Springfield. Rocky Michael Saldana, 56, Pamela Denise Saldana, 47and Jazz Michael Saldana, 17, died in the blaze that destroyed the Hometown Burrito restaurant and the attached home where the three lived. They were the owner/operators of the business. 

At the request of Baca County Sheriff Steve Salzbrenner, a team from the Colorado Bureau of Investigation (CBI) responded to the scene to assist in determining the cause of the fire. Baca County does not employ a fire investigator. Findings in the investigation have not been released.
The fire was reported at 2:10 a.m. Friday. Springfield fire and emergency medical services (EMS) were called to the scene, and later requested assistance from fire departments in Walsh, Pritchett, Campo, and Two Buttes, as well as Prowers County Rural Fire. Flight for Life from Pueblo was also requested, but did not transport anyone from the scene.
The fire was contained by 8:00 a.m., however fire crews remained on scene throughout the day to mop up hot spots and assist the investigation. Emergency Medical Services treated and released one person at scene for possible smoke inhalation. No fire fighters were injured, however one truck received some damage.
Springfield is located in the southeast corner of Colorado near the Kansas and Oklahoma borders, and has a population of approximately 2,500.
